Find out 

about the Day of Action planned for Saturday 24 October 2009, 6 weeks before 

the UN Climate Change Conference in Copenhagen at which the world’s nations 

will negotiate a treaty. 350, the upper level of ppm (parts per million) CO2 in 

Earth’s atmosphere before we are at risk of irrevocable tipping points. 350 ppm - 

already exceeded (we are at 389 now!) and increasing daily - only by changing 

our behaviour and asking our decision-makers to be courageous can we turn it 

around.
