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350 Movement Arrives in Barcelona at Top Speed: 

Building support after the most widespread day of political action in history 
Barcelona, Spain - Today, 350.org arrived in Barcelona riding a wave of momentum after organizing the most widespread day of political action in history on October 24, with over 5,200 climate rallies in more than 180 countries. 

“18 months ago, practically no one had heard of the 350 ppm C02 target.” said Teresa Nino, a 350.org Spanish Coordinator. “Now, after the October 24 day of action, it’s one of the most famous numbers in the world.” 

Hanging on the conference center walls are selections from the thousands of photos from 5,248 rallies and protests spread across 181 countries that flooded into the web servers of 350.org over the weekend of Oct 24, marking what CNN called the “most widespread day of political action in history.” 

“In some sense, the global warming movement finally went global on October 24,” said McKibben. “And there wasn’t a rock star or movie actor in sight—it was ordinary people rallying around a scientific data point to send the message that our leaders actually need to lead.”

The events all centered on that 350 number, which scientists say is the safe upper limit for carbon dioxide in the atmosphere. “Parts per million C02 sounds too obscure an idea to attract crowds on six continents,” said McKibben. “But there were thousands of people in the streets from Togo and Ethiopia and Paraguay to Seattle and London and Sydney.”

ad Sea where Israeli activists made a giant 3, Palestinians a huge 5, and Jordanians a 0. Climbers with banners dangled beneath the cable cars on Table Mountain in South Africa while over 10,000 students marched in Addis Ababa. There were over 300 events in China, more than 200 in India, and nearly 2,000 in the United States. 

“People in almost all the nations of the earth are involved ,” said 350 honorary spokesman Nobel Laureate Desmond Tutu. “It's the same kind of coalition that helped make the word “apartheid” known around the world.”

In Barcelona, 350.org will continue to build support for a 350 ppm CO2 target with a combination of online organizing, over 50,000 fans on Facebook will be sending messages to world leaders and negotiators throughout the week, and traditional tactics, volunteers are planning to meet with every delegation to deliver photos of Oct 24 events in their country and an information packet on 350 ppm. Over 90 countries now support the 350 target along with IPCC Chair Dr. Rajendra Pachauri.

350.org will host a press briefing on Tuesday, Nov. 3, at 11:30 am to officially deliver photographs from the Oct 24 day of action to the UNFCCC secretariat and give reporters a behind-the-scenes look at the campaign. On Wednesday, Nov. 4, at 6:00 pm organizers will form an illuminated human 350 outside of the conference center.
