On 24 October, over 5,000 events took place in 170 countries, collectively representing the most widespread day of political action in history. There is no longer any doubt: a broad swathe of civil society supports the 350 parts per million CO2 target, and stands in solidarity with such countries that do the same. 

On 24 October, each event carried the same message: 350, representing the call from 92 countries for returning emissions back below the level of 350 parts per million of Carbon Dioxide in the atmosphere. Countless climate scientists worldwide agree on this target – the only safe level -- and it is further backed up by the already observed affects of climate change, many from which your country is already doubtless suffering. Moreover, it is an achievable goal, and reaching it will help yield greater prosperity worldwide.
